While I was the president of my California company, I was directly responsible for all surveying operations.  That responsibility included client contact, preparing estimates from preliminary planning, executing contracts, doing the research, making calculations, performing the field measuring, writing legal descriptions, preparing the final report (usually in the form of "RECORD OF SURVEY" map) and seeing that the survey was checked by the County Surveyor and filed by the County Recorder. 

Our survey operations were carried out in several counties and cities, each with slightly different standards for checking and filing. 

In 1985 I invented an electronic data collection system in the form of software and a combination of computer hardware and a set of procedures.  Between 1985 and 1987 I was directly involved with the further development, testing, production, advertising and final marketing.  Over 300 units were sold during that period to survey companies from coast to coast and Alaska.  I learned a great deal from my contact with all those other companies since I was invited to participate in their operation through my consultation.  I also learned that I had a lot of experience in common with many different surveyors all across the U.S.A.
